How to Get From Point-A to Point-B with Ease!

Read this ... or risk wasting time.

Or worse, wasting a lot of money. That's right — transportation in New York can be your best friend or your worst enemy. From
hailing a cab ... to making a subway connection ... I'm going to show you how to do it right and how to make it work for you.

You've Arrived! Now What?
Wow, you got a taxi at the airport and went straight to your hotel. Seemed easy
enough. Later you're standing on the corner and
can't hail a cab to save your life. What gives?
Don't worry, it's not you. The cabs whizzing by
you are either occupied or off-duty. You wantto =
hail cabs that have their roof sign lit — because
they want you just as much as you want them.

TAXI
Tipo to ensure your smart travel:

e \When hailing a cab, stand on the side of the street that has traffic going in the
direction you're headed.

e Only choose yellow cabs — the bright yellow color indicates they are
Manhattan's official licensed cabs.

e There's no need to wave your arms like a fool. Simply stand there with your
hand in the air — kind of a relaxed Statue of Liberty pose.

e Don't stand next to someone already trying to hail a cab.

e Taxis can legally hold a maximum of four passengers.

e Know where you're going. It's a good idea to call your destination and ask
them for their cross- street information. This is what the cabbie wants
to know — for example: "3 Avenue and 52 Street.”
Or a specific location, “Empire State Building.”

e Once inside, speak clearly and make sure the driver understands
where you want to go.

e Have your money or credit card ready before the ride ends. You don't want to
waste the cabbie’s time (and yours) fumbling through your wallet.

e Don't expect the cabbie to engage you in sizzling conversation.

e Tip the driver 15 to 20 percent. (Unless you receive poor service.)

e Don't forget to gather all of your belongings.

When you leave the
cab, be sure to take your receipt. The medallion number on the receipt will help you track down that taxi if you happen to leave

Tips to make it a snap:

1. Most subway entrances are at street corners. Look for the Metropolitan Transit Authority (MTA) signs.

2. Before heading out, check the trip planner on the MTA website. This makes it so easy. You just key in your starting point, where
you're going, when you need to arrive — and voila! — the system will map your route. You can then print it out or e-mail it to
yourself. Most stations also have the latest excellent maps fir free.

3. Buy a MetroCard at the station agent or a vending machine. If I was you, I'd buy the unlimited weekly pass. That way
you'll have no worries. Also check out their onine promotions www.mta.info/metrocard/tourism

4. Know your train. Local trains stop at every stop. Express trains skip stops and get you where you want to go faster.

5. Let passengers who are exiting do so before you get on your train. (Not everyone uses this courtesy, but you should.)

6. If you're wearing a back pack, remove and carry it. You don’t want to be bump your fellow passengers with it. (Again, common
courtesy here.)

7. If you want to sit, take the first available seat. If you want to stand, move all the way into the car.

8. It takes up to 4 minutes to go about 20 city blocks. But, remember, you may have to wait for a train. So give yourself about
30-45 minutes to get to wherever you're going. Better early than late, right?
